To streamline placement, DCC offers three placement levels in English. Transfer students may
be exempt based on college-level work. The table below applies to all incoming students,
including early-admit students. Additional coursework may be available for students who have
taken English as a New Language (ENL) courses in high school, or who require or desire
support in English Language Learning.

«  ENL experience without the required regents score
« International high school credentials
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
